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IWLCA Division III Poll, Week 11

Hamilton remains at No. 1

The Hamilton Continentals hold on to the top spot in this week’s rankings for a third consecutive week and Salisbury holds at No. 2, but the rest of the poll went through a major reshuffling, including the addition of Brockport to the top-20. 


The NESCAC continues to lead all conferences with seven schools ranked in the top-20. Trinity is the top seed in the NESCAC tournament and leads the league at No. 5 while Colby remains in the top-10 at No. 9. Tufts (No. 12), Amherst (No. 13). Middlebury (No. 14) and Williams (No. 15t) are a tight block in the second half of the poll, with Bowdoin close behind at No. 17. 


Four conferences, including the Liberty League, the Capital Athletic Conference, the SUNYAC, and the Centennial Conference each have two ranked schools. The Liberty League’s Hamilton (No. 1) and Union (No. 11) both hold their positions from last week. Franklin & Marshall moves back up to No. 3 after winning the Centennial title over now-No. 4 Gettysburg as both schools sit in the top-five. Salisbury (No. 2) and Mary Washington (No. 19) both remain steady from last week. Brockport’s entry into the poll at No. 20 gives the SUNYAC two schools, starting with Cortland at No. 6. 


Five different conferences claim one representative each. TCNJ from the NJAC movs to No. 7, while Stevens from the Empire 8 moves up to No. 8. Babson from the NEWMAC holds in the top-10 at No. 10. The ODAC’s Washington & Lee moves remains at No. 15 while the Landmark’s Catholic moves to No. 18. 


The NESCAC, Liberty League, and SUNYAC each hold their tournaments this week. Top-ranked Hamilton faces RPI and No. 11 Union takes on St. Lawrence on Friday, while No. 20 Brockport faces Buffalo State and host and No. 6 Cortland welcomes Geneseo in the other semifinal. On Saturday in the NESCAC semifinals at Trinity, the No. 5 Bantams host No. 15 Williams and No. 9 Colby faces No. 13 Amherst.
