TCNJ moves into the No. 1 spot for first time in 2010

Perennial champions TCNJ moved into the top spot of the polls for the first time in 2010, making the Lions the third school this season to hold the No. 1 ranking after they defeated last week’s No. 1, Salisbury. The Sea Gulls move to No. 2 while Hamilton holds at No. 3; all three schools received No. 1 votes. 


Amherst moved back into the polls, keeping the NESCAC’s record-number of seven schools in the rankings. Trinity continues to lead the NESCAC; Tufts moved up five spots to No. 7 while Colby stays in the top-10 at No. 9. Middlebury holds at No. 11 and Williams stays at No. 15, while Bowdoin moved up to No. 16 and Amherst returned at No. 20. 


The Capital Athletic Conference claims three institutions, including No. 2 Salisbury. Stevenson and Mary Washington changed spots again, with UMW moving up to No. 18 and Stevenson dropping to No. 19.  


The Liberty League and the Centennial Conference both have two ranked schools. Hamilton holds at No. 3 and Union moves up to No. 12 for the Liberty League, while Franklin & Marshall drops to No. 3 and Gettysburg rises to No. 6. 


For the fourth week, six conferences again are each represented by one school. TCNJ is the new No. 1 in the rankings and represents the NJAC.  Cortland holds at No. 8 for the SUNYAC while Babson from the NEWMAC moves to sit at No. 9. Stevens from the Empire 8 drops to No. 13 while Washington & Lee from the ODAC holds at No. 14. The Landmark’s Catholic dropped to No. 17. 


On Tuesday, No. 11 Middlebury hosts No. 12 Union. Wednesday sees a key CAC matchup at No. 18 Mary Washington hosts No. 2 Salisbury. On Thursday the No. 11 Panthers play their second consecutive ranked team as they travel to face the No. 20 Lord Jeffs of Amherst. NESCAC action heats up on Saturday as No. 5 Trinity hosts the No. 11 Panthers and No. 9 Colby hosts the No. 20 Lord Jeffs.
